Major attractions include Tsomgo Lake, Rumtek Monastery, and the
Nathula Pass. The capital, Gangtok, is a hub of tourism and culture. Sikkim is India's first organic farming state
and is famous for its eco-tourism, warm hospitality, and unique festivals like Losar and Saga Dawa. Its serene
beauty and peaceful vibe make it a must-visit destination.
