The conservatory complex at Gardens by the Bay, Singapore, comprises two cooled conservatories – the Flower 

Dome & the Cloud Florest. Supertrees are tree-like structures that dominate the Gardens’ landscape with heights 

that range between 25 metres (82 ft) and 50 metres (160 ft). They are vertical gardens that perform a multitude 

of functions, which include planting, shading and working as environmental engines for the gardens. Our next 

stop is Marina Bay Sands Sky Park with Observation Deck. Located 57 storeys up from the heart of the Marina 

Bay area, the SkyPark Observation Deck boasts scenic views of the panoramic vistas of Marina Bay and 

Singapore’s world-class cityscape. Take in a bird’s-eye view of Gardens by the Bay and the impressive Supertree 

Grove, or admire the sea view that stretches from Marina South Pier to the Singapore Strait. . Over night in
